*Alliteration
-Oddity Task -- Show three or four pictures. Ask the
child to tell you which picture does not begin with the same
sound as the other pictures.
*Syllable Splitting and Counting
-Clap your hands as you say each syllable in the nursery rhyme
Repeat, placing one cotton ball in a bag as you say each syllable.
-Say the name of body parts. Have your child place a band-aid
down for each syllable heard. Count the number of syllables
for the name of each body part!
*Blending Onsets and Rimes
-Sing ‘Clap, clap, clap your hands, clap your hands
together (clap as slowly say a compound word), Snap, snap,
nap these parts, snap these parts together (snap as
lowly repeat the compound word), Say, say, say
is word, say this word together (say it
slowly and then put together.
