Phonemic Awareness

Mary Had a Little Lamb

Rhyming

-Brainstorm words that rhyme with the color words.
*Alliteration

-Show a puppet and explain that he likes things that begin

with the same sound as the picture he is holding in his mouth.
Show one other picture at a time and ask if the puppet would
like that as well.
*Syllable Splitting and Segmenting

-Say a word from the nursery rhyme, from the Bible story,
or from the memory verse. Have your child say the word
slowly, clapping, snapping, or tapping the number of syllables.
*Blending Onsets and Rimes
-Say the name of a color word, broken into an onset
and rime. Have your say the name of the
color, blended together.
